

CRAIG STEWART - SOLO PUB/CLUB BIO

Craig Stewart has firmly established himself as one of the premier entertainers along the east coast since returning to his home town of Port Macquarie in late 1999.   

Prior to this he had been performing as a soloist for many years throughout the North Coast and Brisbane  regions, appearing at hotels and clubs, as well as Jupiters Casino.

Craig’s achievements in the country music industry have been numerous, including two finalist appearances in both Toyota Starmaker (Tamworth) and the Maton Talent Search (Gympie Muster), multiple awards as both a performer and songwriter, graduating from the Country Music Association of Australia’s Country Music College, releasing his debut album ‘The Spirit of Australia’, and being endorsed by Maton Guitars as an official player of their instruments.

But while his original material has strong roots in country, don’t expect that is all you will be hearing at one of Craig’s shows.  As a soloist he has become known as one of the most versatile and dynamic entertainers around, with a repertoire of around 300 songs and the experience to adapt each and every show according to the needs of the audience.  He believes this is the key to his success.

“As a soloist you are expected to be extremely versatile.  I have performed everywhere from private functions, weddings, restaurants and hotels through to clubs, festivals and casinos.  One night you could be serenading newlyweds, the next cranking out pub rock until the early hours.  You simply must have a very large repertoire of songs and an ability to deliver the right music at the right time.   I believe you should be able to rely on an experienced soloist to provide a fantastic night’s entertainment in a wide variety of situations. ”

Through combining his strong vocals and musicianship with the latest in digital based recording techniques and a state of the art sound system, Craig manages to emulate the sound and energy of a high quality four or five piece live band while still maintaining the intimacy and versatility that can be achieved as a solo performer.  To this end, he feels he has been extremely successful.

"I have been performing and perfecting my shows over many years now and I couldn't be happier with how they have developed.  Depending on the type of evening and venue, my audience could find themselves listening to anything from intimate dining music through to classic Oz rock and top 40 hits, with everything in between.  The one constant is that everyone, including myself, has a good time.    There is rarely a night goes by where I am not approached my members of the audience telling me how much they have enjoyed the show.  That in itself makes all the hard work worthwhile."
